Answer: 

Home based working arrangements are established under the Department’s Certified Agreement 2004-2007 and associated guidelines. 

Through these documents Departmental employees, with the agreement of their manager, can access home based work. In order to do so, the manager and the employee must enter into a Home Based Work Agreement which sets out various responsibilities regarding occupational health and safety, security, information technology, public (Commonwealth) property and an agreed working pattern.
