Topic: Cost of digitising each collection
Senator Conroy asked:

Can you provide a breakdown of the cost of digitising each collection?
Answer: 

The National Library’s digitisation program commenced in 2001 and aims to assist the Library in its strategic directions for 2006-2008.
The Library undertakes digitisation in-house, with the exception of newspapers which are digitised from microfilm and enhanced for searching by external contractors. Quality control and other aspects are managed in-house.

The costs provided below have been derived using the Library’s Job and Process Costing Model 2006-2007. Direct costs only have been included but IT costs (for example, digital storage costs) are excluded from the unit costs. 
While the costing provided is based on ‘number of items digitised’, it should be noted that an item varies anywhere from a single photograph, a five page piece of sheet music to an eight hundred page journal.

The unit cost for digitisation of the pictures collection item is $9.79. 

The unit cost for digitisation of the map collection item is $25.20. 

The unit cost for Manuscript digitisation is $12.15 per item. 

The unit cost for Sheet Music digitisation is $26.72 

The Library has recently commenced a major newspaper digitisation project which aims to digitise the out-of-copyright section of one major capital daily from every Australian state and Territory capital city. The total cost of this project is estimated at $6,552,000.
