Answer:

The amount of revenue raised by the entry fee to Old Parliament House and the National Portrait Gallery is contingent upon visitor numbers.

In 2001-02 the entry fees raised $262,587.

Senator Lundy asked: 

What are the costs associated with the collection of the OPH/NPG entry fee?

Answer:

It is not possible to provide precise costs associated with collection of the entry fees to Old Parliament House (OPH) and the National Portrait Gallery (NPG) as the front of house security staff responsible for collecting the fees do so as part of a range of duties, which also include providing security and cloaking services for visitors.

OPH estimates that approximately $35,000 per annum for salaries and oncosts could be attributed to the collection of entry fees. However, the real costs associated with the collection of the entry fees may be significantly lower than estimated as it would still be necessary to place staff at the front desk of OPH to provide security and other services to visitors, even if the entry fee was removed.

Senator Lundy asked: 

Can you clarify the basis of the OPH / NPG allocation in the 2002-03 Portfolio Budget Statements?  What is the reason for the projected increase in that allocation of almost $1 million over the 2001-02 allocation?

Answer:

The budget increase for Output 1.3 (OPH/NPG) reflected in the 2002-03 Portfolio Budget Statement is a result of:

· increased Capital User Charge (CUC) funding;

· general indexation adjustments applied to all departmental funding; and

· an increase in the proportion of overheads allocated to the Output. Overheads are pro-rated across all Outputs based on estimated Average Staffing Levels (ASL). Given a reduction in the number of Outputs in 2002-03 and movement in the estimated ASL between the Outputs the percentage of overheads for Output 1.3 has increased.

Senator Lundy asked: 

What sources contribute to OPH / NPG’s “ revenue from other sources”?  Why do the 2002-03 Portfolio Budget Statements project a drop in that revenue from $1.391 million in 2001-02 to $727,000 in 2002-03?

Answer:

Sources of revenue to Old Parliament House (OPH) and the National Portrait Gallery (NPG) in addition to the Branch’s appropriation include:

· entry fees;

· licence fees from the operations of the Old Parliament House Shop and the catering and function services at OPH;

· revenue from letting areas of the building as office accommodation; 

· donations of works and cash donations for the acquisition of works for the NPG’s collection; and

· allocation of departmental external revenue. 

The estimated actual figure for OPH/NPG revenue for 2001-02 ($1.391 million) outlined in the 2002-03 Portfolio Budget Statements takes into account donations that were received by the NPG during the year. However, the projected revenue figure for 2002-03 ($727,000), does not include the value of possible donations to the NPG that may be received during 2002-03, as the donations could not be accurately estimated at the time the 2002-03 Budget was finalised.

In addition, external revenue received by the Department is expected to decrease in 2002-03. External revenue, which does not directly relate to an individual output, is pro-rated across all outputs based on Average Staffing Levels. Therefore the proportion of external revenue allocated to Output 1.3 in 2002-03 has reduced.
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
