Can you provide on notice the outcomes and targets achieved so far and give more detail about that particular community phone project and how you intend to evaluate it?

Answer: 

The Telecommunications Action Plan for Remote Indigenous Communities (TAPRIC) has four key objectives to improve telecommunications services for remote Indigenous communities:

· Improved and sustained take-up and use of telephone services;

· Improved take-up and effective use of Internet services;

· Improved viability and provision of broadband services for community service delivery and community development; and

· Increased awareness of telecommunications opportunities and rights.

TAPRIC will meet these objectives by implementing a range of communications-related programs and strategies and by working with remote Indigenous communities and other agencies to achieve realistic and sustainable solutions.

The Department of Communications, Information Technology and the Arts (DCITA) has undertaken a number of actions to achieve these objectives, namely:

1. Computer Offer in conjunction with Telstra’s Two Way Satellite Internet Service Offer 

Applications from 122 remote Indigenous communities in the Extended Zones have been received for a computer to assist communities establish a public broadband Internet access facility. All communities will be connected to a two-way satellite Internet service and will be provided with remote access help desk support. The rollout of these computers will commence shortly and is expected to be completed by December 2003. 

2. Feasibility Study into the establishment of community online access centres.

A consultant is conducting a feasibility study into the operation of higher Bandwidth Community Telecommunications Services in Remote Indigenous Communities. The study will investigate the development of sustainable models for online access centres in remote Indigenous communities, identify funding and revenue opportunities for capital and ongoing costs. The study will also develop a toolkit that will assist communities to implement and operate sustainable Online facilities. The project is expected to be finalised by September 2003.

3. Mobile Telecommunications Training and Education Service

A tender has been let for a mobile telecommunications information, education and training service to visit remote Indigenous communities in selected regions from July 2003 to March 2004. The consultant will assist communities develop their own web sites and increase their understanding of the Internet. Information and training will also be provided on a range of telecommunications issues eg. how to access telephone services, consumer rights, universal service obligation (USO) arrangements as well as assistance  available under the TAPRIC Program.

4. Multi Media Language Resources Development Project 

A tender has been let to undertake a Multi Media Language Resources Development Project. The project follows previous studies that indicate there is a need to include appropriate Indigenous digital content to assist communities understanding and take-up of digital technology. The consultant is currently engaged in discussions with Indigenous Language Centres as part of the process to determine which languages will be the subject of the project.

5. Data Project

A Data Collection Project has established a database of 1326 remote Indigenous communities that sets out telecommunications services and other infrastructures available in these communities. The database will be progressively updated and will be used to identify telecommunications needs of communities.

6. Community Phones Program

The Community Phones Program (CPP) aims to improve access to and take-up of telephone services in remote Indigenous communities. There are two ways in which this will occur under the Program.

· Financial assistance will be provided so that communities can have access to more affordable and effective community phones. Telecommunications carriers will be invited to register as CPP suppliers and nominate products suitable for use within remote Indigenous communities which will be eligible for a CPP subsidy.

· Financial assistance will be provided to communities to partner with carriers and/or service providers to conduct a small number of demonstration projects of innovative products and systems to improve telephone accessibility for remote Indigenous communities.

An Expert Advisory Group (EAG) is being established to advise on technical and cultural awareness matters prior to the implementation of CPP. The EAG will meet in August to finalise the CPP guidelines.

Evaluation of TAPRIC Program

The evaluation of the TAPRIC Program will examine the following quantitative and qualitative outcomes.

· Quantitative – in terms of services and facilities provided with TAPRIC funds – eg. community phones; innovative community telephone systems; community Internet facilities; locally-developed online content.

· Qualitative – in terms of levels of knowledge of Internet use and web publishing; and levels of awareness and understanding of rights to telephone services, and how to access such services.

· Improvements in affordability and sustainability of new and existing services (eg. have solutions implemented been successful in overcoming credit management issues).

The evaluation will also identify any unmet or emerging telecommunications needs for remote Indigenous communities and make recommendations on further action needed.

The attached table has been drawn from the NTN databases and provides the information requested for all projects funded through decisions of the NTN Board. It covers the NTN General Fund, BARN, Local Government Fund, Remote and Isolated Islands Fund, the Internet Access Fund and the Extended Mobile Phone Coverage in WA, SA and Tasmania Program.

The “start” month of the project has been consistently defined as the month the project did receive, or is expected to receive, its first payment. The “finish” month is consistently defined as the month the project did receive, or is expected to receive, its final payment. Note, the final payment is commonly linked to the final report of a project. In addition, fund recipients are required to acquit their funding and, commonly, this occurs 3 months after the final payment. The project can, of course, also continue beyond the term of the funding.

I would be very interested to know what happens when the authority runs out for expenditure of moneys remaining in the special account
Answer: 

Where it is provided in Part 9 of the Telstra Corporation Act 1991 that moneys which stand credited to a particular special account can no longer be debited after a specified date, this means that the standing appropriation for that special account provided by s. 20(4) or 21(1) of the FMA Act (as the case may be) from that date would cease to provide authority to pay amounts standing to the credit of that special account. Accordingly, from that date any residual amounts standing to the credit of the special account for that purpose cannot be debited. Any payments after that date for purposes of the kind specified in the special account would need to be authorised by some other appropriation. 

In the case of the Regional Telecommunications Infrastructure Account (s 20 FMA Act), the authority to make payments to assist in meeting the telecommunications needs of people in remote island communities, and to facilitate the provision of Internet access for people in rural and regional areas lapsed on 30 June 2003. No further expenditures of the funds earmarked for these purposes will now occur.

In the case of the Untimed Local Call Access Account (s 21 FMA Act), the authority to make payments to enable carriage service providers to provide access to untimed local calls to customers in the extended calling zones lapsed on 30 June 2003. In this instance, the 2003-04 Budget provides an annual appropriation of the same amount as the balance of the funds remaining in the special account. Accordingly, the expenditure of these funds will be authorised by the new appropriation.

The Department of Finance and Administration will be able to provide further advice on the accounting treatment of special account balances.

Can you provide information about any formula you use to assess value for money on infrastructure costs versus benefit and about how those determinations are made.
Answer: 

The Murray and Mallee Local Government Association applied for funding of $3.8 million to establish an alternative telecommunications network using microwave infrastructure. The M&MLGA was also proposing that the SA Government would provide an additional $1.5 million of public funds to the project.

The proposed network would provide lower regional long distance telephone prices with reductions of between 40% to 70% compared to current Telstra prices; improved access to wholesale data bandwidth; and high speed data links and reduced telephony prices for local Councils with offices across a number of locations.

The region covers 6 local council areas and has a population of 68,000.

In September 2001 the NTN Board deferred making a decision on the proposal from the M&MLGA because of the lack of confirmation by the SA Government of their funding contribution and the need for better financial information from the M&MLGA.

The M&MLGA subsequently provided projected income for the project based on the experience of the previously NTN funded Coorong project. The M&MLGA noted that this information was based on conservative estimates of the market share that would be won by the new regional telecommunications operator of the proposed network.

It was estimated that the financial benefit to the region over the first four years of the proposed network from the lower priced voice and data services would be less than $1.5 million. This compared with public funding cost of $5.3 million.

The NTN Board accepted the conservative nature of the figures provided by the M&MLGA. The Board also acknowledged the potential for other benefits such as the dynamic impact of having another participant in the telecommunications market, the choice that would be available to businesses and Councils and residents in the region, and other non-financial benefits in accessing enhanced services.  The NTN Board weighed up the likely benefits compared to the costs and concluded that the project did not represent good value for money, and rejected the application at the May 2002 funding round.

The M&MLGA was advised of the NTN Board’s decision in early June 2002.

Topic: BARN funding
Hansard Page: ECITA 540
Senator Lundy asked:

Given that this is the Building Additional Regional Networks fund, how many other applications to build additional networks do not get funded as a proportion of how many applications for genuine alternative infrastructure do get funded?
Answer: 

It is somewhat difficult to provide the proportion of successful applications to total applications as sought because:

(a) projects can have many dimensions and may not fit readily into a single category (such as “genuine alternative infrastructure”) 

(b) applications are submitted as part of broad funding rounds and, within the NTN processes, the applicant does not request funding from a particular source. Rather, it is a decision of the NTN Board as to which funding source (or sources) is (are) the most appropriate given the nature of the project (or aspects of the project).

A total of 48 projects have received some BARN funding. Subject to the qualifications noted in (a) and (b) above, we would estimate that approximately 90 projects were considered for BARN funding. Hence 53% of applications that could have been funded through the BARN Program were actually successful. 

Across the NTN programs as a whole, 2217 applications have been received and 797 have been successful (ie 36% have been successful).

5. What processes have been set in place by the NTN board as part of the grants process to ensure that the money is appropriately spent?

6. Can the Department confirm whether equipment bought by the funds remains unused in some cases?

7. Is KPMG conducting an audit of the project?  What is the status of that audit?  Please provide a copy of the audit to the committee.

1. $399,339 has been paid to the Central Queensland University for the Capricornia Connect project, which provides training via a network of Internet access points to indigenous community organisations in Central Queensland. The latest acquittal of funds received from the Recipient to the end of December 2002 indicates expenditure as follows:

2. The Recipient The Recipient is required to report to the Department on progress and performance against activities, milestones and performance indicators. The performance indicators include the number of organisations receiving training and support and the number of people utilising the resources in the organisations. The December 2002 report indicates that seven of the fifteen consortium organisations received training, but no further detail was provided.
3. Based on the information provided by the CQU in its December 2002 report to the Department, of the $399,339 provided to the Recipient to date, $378,505 has been expended, leaving $20,834 unspent. A further $208,009 has not yet been released to the Recipient

4. In relation to the $20,834 unspent by the CQU, these funds can only be expended for the purposes of the project in accordance with the Funding Agreement between the University and the Commonwealth. 
In relation to the $208,009, which has not been released to the CQU, the Department will only release funds when the Recipient has demonstrated it has satisfactorily made progress in achieving the activities and milestones set out in the Funding Agreement. It must also show that it has expended the previous funds appropriately and that it has met its obligations to report to the Department on the project.

5. Recipients of funding under the Networking the Nation program must enter into a formal, legally binding Funding Agreement with the Commonwealth. The Agreement sets out the activities, milestones and performance indicators that are required as well as the acquittal of funds and reporting requirements to be met by the Recipient. Funds are released progressively to the Recipient on satisfactory progress being made on the project and satisfactory reports being provided to the Commonwealth. 
On completion of the project, a final report is required along with a report certifying that all NTN funds received were expended for the purposes of the project. An independent audit of grant funds is required for grants over $100,000. Unexpended funds, or funds expended for purposes not authorised by the Funding Agreement must be returned to the Commonwealth.

A Commonwealth officer visits most NTN funded projects at some stage during the funding period. These visits provide an opportunity for the Commonwealth to assess whether the funding recipient is expending the funds appropriately. In addition, NTN has a program of compliance reviews. These reviews involve the Department’s internal auditors (KPMG), or external auditors, inspecting Recipient’s records to ensure monies are being expended in accordance with the Funding Agreement. Twenty eight reviews were conducted in the 2002-03 financial year. Projects to be reviewed are generally selected at random, or they can be selected where specific concerns arise.

Where funding recipients fail to comply with the funding requirements, the NTN Secretariat seeks to work with the Recipient to assist them to understand and meet their obligations. The Compliance Team within the NTN Secretariat has responsibilities for dealing with the most difficult cases. Most issues are resolved satisfactorily. In a few instances, projects have been terminated and funds recovered.

6. We understand some equipment was unserviceable during 2001. All participating organisations were brought back online when the new coordinator commenced in January 2002.

7. During April 2003, KPMG performed a review of the project as part of the review program outlined in question five above. The review report was completed in May 2003 and a copy was provided to the Recipient. The CQU is required to advise the Department on the measures it will undertake to address the matters raised in the KPMG report. We are awaiting CQU’s response.

Senator Harradine asked:

Telstra social bonus -  There has been a widespread perception that the Tasmanian IT industry has benefited considerably from the Telstra social bonus, when in fact after three years, the industry claims that the average Tasmanian IT firm has received very little or if any benefit from this funding. How has funding from the Telstra social bonus in general been managed to best develop the Tasmanian IT Industry?
Answer:

Telstra social bonus funding for information and communications technology projects in Tasmania is providing both direct and ancillary benefits to the local information, communications and technology (ICT) industry.  Specific funding initiatives are detailed below.

The $40 million Intelligent Island program is designed to develop further an internationally competitive ICT sector in Tasmania. Decisions on the distribution of program funds are made by the Intelligent Island board which is implementing a range of major initiatives. Support for ICT start-up companies is provided through the In‑tellinc ICT incubator initiative, a skills development initiative has provided direct benefits to ICT companies and a number of ICT companies have received assistance under the marketing initiative to attend national and international events. The Tasmanian ICT industry will also benefit from the industry development, investment attraction and proposed Centre of Excellence in bioinformatics initiatives.

The Launceston Broadband Project is a joint $30 million project between the Australian government and Telstra. It has promoted the take-up of broadband and established a $5 million Business Development Fund that provides competitive grants for the development of broadband applications. Fifteen grants have been made to date for applications such as business, education and security systems. An ancillary benefit has been the raising of the level of ICT usage in the wider community,

The Networking the Nation program has committed over $29 million of social bonus funding to Tasmania. Funding has been provided to not-for-profit organisations and state and local governments to provide a broad range of projects to establish rural and regional telecommunication networks, computers in schools, ICT support services, internet access, mobile telephony and online local government services. 

All of the funded projects provide benefits to the community and have a positive impact upon the Tasmanian ICT industry, either by the direct involvement of ICT firms in tenders undertaken or by increasing the awareness of ICT and therefore generating demand for the takeup of ICT within Tasmania, over the short, medium and long term.

A total of $27 million (including $15 million of social bonus funding) has been provided towards the Connecting Tasmanian Schools program, aimed at establishing local area and wide area networks linking Tasmanian schools, and providing computers and support resources for the state’s government and non‑government schools.

The program plan recognises that the education and training sector is the major client of the state’s ICT industry, with schools spending tens of millions of dollars each year on ICT products and services. The ICT industry also relies on the education and training sector to provide the skilled work force necessary to grow the industry.

The Trials for Innovative Government Electronic Regional Services (TIGERS) program allocated $10 million for trials of cross-jurisdictional online government services with an emphasis on regional and remote areas.

The TIGERS program provided an opportunity for local ICT firms to build their existing businesses and to collaborate with related industries to deliver innovative solutions. A significant number of local ICT firms worked on projects for the TIGERS program and local ICT firms undertaking TIGERS contracts reported non‑quantifiable benefits through the formation of consortia, access to new business and through the development of intellectual property and employee skills.

Notes to Excel table 
1. Natural Heritage Trust (NHT)

· The Australian Government committed to spend 10% ($150m) of the first phase of the NHT in Tasmania (using money from the first and second partial sales of Telstra – T1 and T2). This includes $25m in Social Bonus funds from T2. To date, the NHT has spent $152.7m in Tasmania in 2001/02. Since the NHT administers T1 and T2 as one fund, for the purpose of this exercise, the T1 allocation ($125m) has been deducted from the NHT spend in Tasmania, with the remaining spend being attributed to T2.

· Total administrative costs ($1.5m) for Tasmania reported to end June 2002.

2. Launceston Broadband Project (LBP)

· The LBP has two components: (1) the B-eLab and broadband testbed, involving $10 million, in relation to which the Commonwealth has a Deed with Telstra; and (2) the Business Development Fund, involving $5 million, in relation to which the Commonwealth has a Deed with the Tasmanian Electronic Commerce Centre (TECC). Departmental administrative fees for the LBP total $350,000 over its life. The ‘Amount yet to be spent’ figure ($4,920,000) for both components is based on the original estimate for the project less Departmental administrative fees and expenditure to date. Extension of the B-eLab and broadband testbed component is currently under consideration.

3. NetAlert (formerly Netwatch)

· NetAlert is a national program administered by a Secretariat based in Tasmania.
· NetAlert’s $3m Social Bonus allocation has been added to in order to continue the program - $1.5m in 2000/01; $1.5m 2003/04; $500,000 being redirected from TIGERS (see footnote 5).

4. Building Additional Rural Networks (BARN)

· BARN funding of $35m is being transferred to the National Broadband Strategy (NBS) initiatives. Unspent State allocations under BARN will be fully expended in relevant States and Territories under NBS initiatives.

5. TIGERS

· $1 million currently being redirected to other Social Bonus Funds: NetAlert, headquartered in Tasmania, $500,000; and $500,000 being considered for other ICT initiatives in Tasmania.

6. Rural Transaction Centres (RTCs)

· This is a community-driven, application-based grants program administered by DOTARS. 

· $9m has been redirected from the RTC program to the Telecommunications Service Inquiry’s Regional Mobile Phones Program. 
7. Television Fund

· The TV Fund was a submission based, community driven program. All eligible projects in Tasmania received assistance, totalling $1.9m. Consideration is being given to the means for achieving the $3m target proposed for Tasmania.

8. Remote and Isolated Islands Fund

· Competitive grants for this Fund are allocated on a project by project basis, not on a state basis. 
9. Internet Access Fund

· The IAF was made obsolete due to commercial offerings becoming available. The Fund was redistributed to IAP, NCF and savings.

10. Mobile Phones on Highways (MPOH)

· MOPH is a Social Bonus program that impacted on Tasmania (Bass & Midland Highways). 
11.  Telecommunications Service Inquiry (TSI) programs   

· TSI programs are the ‘next phase’ of the Government’s targeted funding support for communications infrastructure and services in regional, rural and remote Australia. Tasmania has benefited from a number of TSI programs, whose funding includes redirected Social Bonus funds. 
12.  Internet Assistance Program (IAP) 

· National figure only – cannot be apportioned on a state by state basis.

Senator Harradine asked:

Has the b-eLab's funding period been extended?  If so, on what grounds?  How was the project evaluated before a decision was taken to extend the project?  Please provide me with a copy of the evaluation.
Answer: 

The Minister for Communications, Information Technology and the Arts and Telstra have agreed in-principle to extend the funding period for the Telstra component of the Launceston Broadband Project (LBP), of which the B-eLab is part along with the ADSL test-bed.

Projected expenditure on the LBP has been less than anticipated, due to factors such as delays in establishing of the B-eLab and test-bed, lower than expected take-up of ADSL services, and lower than expected capital and operating costs. The project has nevertheless delivered significant benefits, including the establishment of the B-eLab as a high-quality research and development facility in Launceston, the creation of 25 positions (the majority for specialist IT professionals), high levels of broadband take-up in Launceston, the creation of a ADSL test-bed, and the development and trialing of various applications. Extension of the funding period will enable the original funding commitments of Telstra and the Commonwealth to be fulfilled and, more importantly, allow further benefits from that funding to be delivered to Tasmania.

From its establishment, the Telstra component of the LBP was to be subject to a mid-term review. This review was undertaken by Telstra and the Commonwealth in late 2002. The achievements, activities and fulfilment of milestones of the B-eLab and ADSL test-bed were assessed, along with options for realising further benefits from this component of the LBP.

The review did not produce a formal report. The outcomes of the review are contained in advice to the Minister from the Department of Communications, Information Technology and the Arts. It is not usual practice to release advice to the Minister of this kind.

The review identified four related issues with the Telstra component of the LBP, namely the level of Commonwealth expenditure, the level of Telstra expenditure, the imbalance between Commonwealth and Telstra expenditure and the need for better milestones for future Commonwealth funding. These issues are currently being addressed in negotiations with Telstra, along with local industry concerns about maximising the benefits for the Tasmanian IT sector from having the B-eLab in Launceston.
