Answer/s:

The Orange-bellied Parrot Recovery Plan 1998 – 2002 is currently being reviewed. A revised plan is expected to be completed later this year. When making or adopting a recovery plan, the Minister must consider whether to list habitat that is identified in the recovery plan as being critical to the survival of the species or ecological community. The Minister will therefore consider whether to list habitat identified in the Orange-bellied Parrot Recovery Plan on the Register of Critical Habitat when considering the revised plan for adoption.

Senator Bartlett asked:

If you identified a habitat in the plan, what is the hold-up if you only have three on the register?

Answer/s:

There are a number of issues to be considered before habitat critical to the survival of a species or community can be listed on the Register of Critical Habitat. For example, there must be sufficient information to identify the habitat, including its location and extent. The Minister is also required to consider any advice from the Threatened Species Scientific Committee about whether the habitat is critical to the survival of a listed threatened species or ecological community. In addition, if the habitat is not in a Commonwealth area, before listing in the Register the Minister must be satisfied that reasonable steps have been taken to consult with the owner of the property where the habitat is located.

When making or adopting a recovery plan, the Minister must consider whether to list habitat that is identified in the recovery plan as being critical to the survival of the species or ecological community. When considering recovery plans, the Minister therefore continues to make a case-by-case judgement on whether a listing on the Register of Critical Habitat is appropriate. Listing may be appropriate where there is a clear conservation benefit from doing so and where sufficient information is available to accurately describe the location of the habitat.

Senator Wong asked:

1. Which listed species under the EPBC Act are required to have a Recovery Plan in place? Please list them.

2. As per the requirements of the Act, when does each Recovery Plan have to be in place for each of those species?

3. Which of these species currently have RPs finalised?

4. Which species have RPs in the process of development, and when will they be finalised?

5. What was spent on this activity last year, and what has been allocated this year?

Answer/s:

1. Under the Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999 (EPBC Act), recovery plans are required for all listed threatened species and ecological communities, except those species listed as extinct or conservation dependent. The list of threatened species can be found on the Department of the Environment and Heritage web site:

2. A recovery plan for a listed threatened species or a listed threatened ecological community that occurs only outside Commonwealth areas must be made as soon as reasonably practicable after the species or ecological community is listed.

For other listed species or communities that occur only in a Commonwealth area or in and outside a Commonwealth area, a recovery plan must be made:

· within two years of listing for critically endangered species or communities;

· within three years of listing for endangered species or communities; and

· within five years of listing for vulnerable species or communities.

Under the EPBC Act, for species which were listed under the Endangered Species Protection Act 1992 (ESP Act) and which occur only in Commonwealth areas, a recovery plan must be in force within the remainder of the period allowed by Section 36 of the ESP Act if a plan was not already in force immediately before the commencement of the EPBC Act. For species in this category that were listed at the commencement of the ESP Act, plans are required within 5 years for endangered species or communities and within 10 years for vulnerable species or communites. For species listed after the commencement of the ESP Act, plans are required within 3 years of listing for endangered species or communities and within 5 years of listing for vulnerable species or communities. 
3. The recovery plans listed at Attachment A are currently in force. Copies of these plans are available on the Department of the Environment and Heritage web site:

4. The recovery plans listed at Attachment B are currently in preparation or review. These plans are expected to be finalised by the end of 2004. 

5. In 2001-02, approximately $1.3 million was spent on the development and review of recovery plans, with approximately $2.7 million spent on this activity in 2002-03.

In 1998-99: reported estimated actual, 334.3; annual report actual, 232.1. Then the figures we are talking about for 1999-2000: reported estimated actual, 423.1; annual report actual, 299.4. I would like those confirmed, and perhaps some indication as to what the significant differences results from.

The figures quoted in the question appear in the The Commonwealth’s Environment Expenditure (CEE) budget statements for the relevant years, with the exception of 1997-98 in which the reported estimated actual is $188.3 million not $118.3 million.

In the early years of the Natural Heritage Trust it took longer than expected to get Bilateral Agreements and approvals in place in order for funds to flow – and some significant projects did not proceed as quickly as had been anticipated. This resulted in expenditure estimates not being met and each year unexpended funds were carried forward into the next year.

Senator Wong asked:

Natural Resource Management Plans

1. What advice is being provided by the Government to regional bodies to assist them to prepare plans consistent with agreed national strategies?

2. There are three key national strategies that relate to NAP and NHT agendas, being the National Water Quality Management Strategy, the National Principles for the Provision of Water for Ecosystems and the National Framework for the Management and Monitoring of Australia’s Native Vegetation. What criteria does the Department use to determine that a draft plan meets these strategies?  Specifically, what are the key elements of these three strategies/frameworks that the Department is applying to satisfy itself these nationally agreed strategies are being implemented in a regional plan? 

3. The Government is responsible under CoAG and the EPBC Act for the protection and conservation of certain areas, such as Ramsar Wetlands, World Heritage Areas, migratory bird habitat etc …. How does the Government ensure that these issues are specifically addressed in the regional plans as a sound basis for subsequent investment strategies and Commonwealth investment?

4. Has it emphasised these areas of Commonwealth responsibility in development of investment strategies, either by the Commonwealth or the regional body?

5. Following accreditation of the Glenelg Hopkins plan, has there been any interest in that plan from other Regional NRM Groups? 

6. Do you think other groups will be influenced by the approach to this plan, in particular how it addressed nationally agreed NRM strategies, in the finalization of these plans?
Answer/s:

1. The Commonwealth, together with the relevant state or territory, works with regional bodies to assist them to prepare regional NRM plans that meet both Commonwealth and state/territory requirements, including in relation to agreed national strategies. The Commonwealth and states/territories also provide feedback to regional bodies on draft regional NRM plans against the accreditation criteria agreed multilaterally through the NRM Ministerial Council. Comment is sought from the policy areas within the Commonwealth and states/territories with expertise on the full range of NRM issues, including those responsible for implementing agreed national strategies.

2. In relation to the National Water Quality Management Strategy, regional NRM plans are assessed to determine their compliance with the policy objectives of the Strategy, which is: ‘to achieve sustainable use of the nation’s water resources by protecting and enhancing their quality while maintaining economic and social development’ [ANZECC and ARMCANZ 1994:6]. Similarly, regional plans are assessed against the goal of National Principles for the Provision of Water for Ecosystems: ‘to sustain and where necessary restore ecological processes and biodiversity of water dependent ecosystems’ [SLWRMC (SWR) 1997:iii and 6]. In relation to the National Framework for the Management and Monitoring of Australia’s Native Vegetation, regional NRM plans are analysed for their alignment to the national goal of reversing the decline in the extent and quality of native vegetation.

3. Commonwealth and state/territory officers provide advice to regions on how well the draft regional plans meet the accreditation criteria, including how well they address the issues for which the Commonwealth has responsibility such as Ramsar Wetlands and World Heritage Areas. These issues are also taken into account when providing advice to Ministers on whether a plan is ready for accreditation or not. The Commonwealth will make a further assessment as to the balance of investments under an investment plan in a particular region, including for areas for which the Commonwealth has responsibility. 
4. Yes. 
5. There has been some interest in the Glenelg-Hopkins Regional Catchment Strategy from other regional NRM bodies.

6. As the first plan accredited by Commonwealth and State Ministers, other regional bodies have taken an interest in how the Glenelg-Hopkins Catchment Management Authority addressed the accreditation criteria, including in relation to nationally agreed strategies.  However, the Commonwealth emphasises to all regional bodies that plans must meet the needs of the particular region, and it is not expected that the Glenelg-Hopkins plan will form a “template” for all other plans.

Senator Wong asked:

A Kemp media release dated 23/12/02 “The Natural Heritage Trust in Victoria” notes that “Since 1996 Swan Hill Rural Council has received $458,000 to implement a flood mitigation strategy, including the construction of suitable levee banks ….”. A series of questions relating to this point were NOT answered from the last round of estimates.

· Levee banks are designed to prevent the inundation of riverine flood plains aren’t they?

· Wouldn’t you agree that flooding is a critical element of the natural ecosystems found on flood plains?

· What research was undertaken to assess the impact of the levee banks on the local environment? 

· What criteria were used to assess whether construction of levee banks was consistent with funding under the NHT?

· Please justify this expenditure for these works under NHT funding?

· Please provide me a copy of any assessment undertaken relating to the impact of the levee on the local environment.

Answer/s:

The purpose of levee banks is usually to prevent or minimise damage to property and to minimise risks to human life during flood events.

Flood plains are by definition prone to flooding which are essential events to sustain the floodplain eco system.

The Swan Hill Rural City Council received Natural Heritage Trust funding totalling $458,000 over three years from 1997/98 to 1999/2000 for the Swan Hill Flood Mitigation Scheme. Trust funding guidelines and eligibility criteria varied to some degree over these years. However, floodplain management and flood mitigation activities were not a declared ineligible activity under the Trust guidelines. Support was available for on-ground works through projects that were

· Cost effective

· Provided substantial public benefit

· Were consistent with a local, regional or catchment, land, water or vegetation management plan; and

· Were consistent with a State, national or major river basin strategy.

Both the 1998/99 and the 1999/2000 Trust guidelines incorporated specific floodplain management provisions which specified that projects must be located in a rural or smaller regional centre. In addition, the 1999/2000 guidelines sought State and local contributions equal to two thirds of the cost of construction of flood mitigation works. The Swan Hill Flood Mitigation scheme met this requirement with one third ($240,000) of total funding provided by community groups and one third ($240,000) provided by the Victorian Government.

To be eligible for funding all Natural Heritage Trust proposals must be consistent with Commonwealth and State statutory requirements and processes. The Swan Hill Flood Mitigation Scheme was reviewed by the Commonwealth Government under the Environment Protection (Impact of Proposals) Act 1974 (the Act). The review noted that the proposed scheme had been subject to assessment under the Victorian Water Act 1989 and concluded that the Victorian Government’s assessment actions involved appropriate examination of environmental issues and identification of measures needed for environmental protection. The review therefore determined that neither an environmental impact statement nor a public environmental report was required for the purpose of achieving the object of the Act in regard to the proposed scheme.

While no specific environmental reports were undertaken or published in relation to this project, the Swan Hill Rural City Council consulted with a range of Victorian and New South Wales Government agencies including Parks Victoria. It is understood that none of these agencies raised any objections to the project from an environmental perspective.
