Senator Bartlett asked: Is there a list that is easily producible of the various properties that are planned to be leased?

Answer/s:

A meaningful list is not easy to produce. The Trust has some 413 buildings on its lands. The buildings range in size between a barracks building of 5740 square meters down to storage sheds of just a few square meters. Many of the buildings have heritage value.

In broad categories the properties planned to be leased are as follows:

· Dwelling houses. There are 85 dwelling houses including the houses on Cockatoo Island. It is intended that 57 to 60 of these will be leased to provide revenue for the Trust. 

· Other buildings. There are 328 other buildings on the Trust lands.  The exact number of buildings to be retained, and the use to which the individual buildings will be put, will not be known until the Trust has completed further Planning studies, Conservation Plans and public consultation.
