Senator Lundy asked:

Provide a list of large and small ISPs that the Department has met with to discuss the implementation issues.

Answer: 

In conjunction with the Internet Industry Association (IIA) and the Attorney-General’s Department, the Department convened a meeting on 15 April 2004 with large and small ISPs to discuss technical aspects of ISP operations and practical implementation issues in relation to the United States Free Trade Agreement (USFTA). This meeting was attended by the IIA, Inspired Networking, Webcentral, Ozemail and Telstra. The Department also mets regularly with the IIA, Optus, Ozemail and Telstra throughout the USFTA negotiation process.

Departmental representatives attended a forum convened by the IIA at Parliament House on 27 April 2004. Attendees included representatives of Verizon Communications, IIA, Telstra, Optus, Yahoo, the Australian Vice Chancellor’s Committee (AVCC), the Australian National University, the Australian Digital Alliance (ADA), and ISPs Ozemail and Webcentral.
As many universities are also ISPs that may be affected by the USFTA obligations, the AVCC has provided its views to Government on the implementation of the ISP provisions. During the implementation process the Department met with the AVCC on 1 April 2004 and 2 June 2004.  The latter meeting included a representative of the Ministerial Council on Employment, Education, Training and Youth Affairs, on behalf of schools. The AVCC was also consulted as part of the broader USFTA consultations that occurred throughout the negotiation period.

A witness raised the issue of the ambiguity surrounding the definition of a for-profit and not-for-profit organisation under the FTA.  I refer you to that evidence.  It was provided by Mr Russell appearing as an individual at the committee.  On notice, could you review that evidence and provide the committee with a view on the concerns raised.

Answer: 
The evidence by Mr Russell refers to the obligation under Article 17.4.7 (a) of the AUSFTA, and in particular whether the criminal provisions relating to technological protection measures apply to not-for-profit users. The relevant part of 17.4.7 (a) is:

Each Party may provide that such criminal procedures and penalties do not apply to a non-profit library, archive, educational institution, or public non-commercial broadcasting entity. 
The Government will take advantage of the 2 year transitional period to implement the obligation, which will present the opportunity for consultations in this area on issues such as those raised by Mr Russell.

Topic: Indigenous Copyright

Written Question on Notice

Senator Crossin asked:

Back in May, 2003, in a joint media release between then Minister Senator Alston, and Attorney General Daryl Williams, it was announced that Indigenous communities would be able to take legal action to protect against inappropriate use of copyright material under amendments to the copyright act being prepared for introduction later in 2003. 

By July nothing had been introduced and Senator Ridgeway, in media releases of 2nd July and 20th August pointed out the continuing need for change to be made to give greater legal protection to Indigenous artists.

In particular it was suggested that there was a strong cultural need for communal moral rights to be introduced into the Copyright Act.

By early this year still nothing had been announced or introduced and Aboriginal art is still largely unprotected by copyright.

Such legislation was part of the Governments 2001 commitment.

· Where is this planned legislation?

· How far has drafting gone?

· When will it be introduced into Parliament?

· Will it in fact include communal moral rights?

· Why has there been such a delay – is this considered less important, or have there been actual legal problems?

· Is any legislation planned to allow for resale rights for artists?

Answer: 

Following the 2004 election, responsibility for copyright policy rests with the Attorney-General.

An exposure draft Indigenous Communal Moral Rights Bill has been prepared and was sent to a number of key stakeholders in late 2003 and early 2004 as part of a consultation package for comment. The consultation process has concluded and comments on the draft Bill have been received. The Government is currently considering the comments and assessing whether amendment to the Bill is required prior to introduction. The Bill is listed for introduction in the 2005 Autumn Sittings.

The draft Bill will introduce moral rights for Indigenous communities for works and films that draw upon their traditions, observances, customs or beliefs. The rights would arise from an agreement between the author/artist and the Indigenous community.  As far as possible the rights would mirror the nature and scope of individual moral rights and could be independently exercised by the community. 

The Government has been keen to ensure that the Indigenous Communal Moral Rights legislation will provide a simple, workable and practical scheme for Indigenous communities, artists, galleries and the public. 

The Government is considering a range of options in response to the recommendation of the Report of the Contemporary Visual Arts and Craft Inquiry that a resale royalty arrangement be introduced.
A discussion paper on resale royalty was made available on the Departmental website (www.dcita.gov.au) on 5 July 2004. The paper called for public submissions to enable full consideration of the issue. The process has allowed key stakeholders to be consulted and the Government is analysing the 52 submissions received.

Could you please take on notice to provide the committee with information as to the performance of NICTA against the pre-established KPIs.

Answer: 

Progress milestones are set for NICTA each year.  In the period from January to June 2003, NICTA’s first 6 months of operation, NICTA’s performance was very satisfactory, with it achieving the majority of its milestones.  In this early phase, the recruitment and orientation of staff and unforeseen complexities in the case of signing agreements with Melbourne University and the Victorian Government were operational factors which delayed achievement of some milestones.  
The performance against the milestones for the whole year is to be reported in the annual report.  Preliminary indications are that there will be satisfactory progress against these full year milestones.  The performance against the full 2003 set of milestones will be available when the NICTA annual report is finalised.

Senator Lundy asked:

Please provide exactly what industry development provisions are under the contract, the approximate value of the contract and what is different from the previous contract.  What in‑scope commitments remain and are there any other commitments.  What are the dollar figure and percentage SME targets.

Answer: 

The initial information technology (IT) services contract between Cluster 3 (of which the Department of Immigration and Multicultural and Indigenous Affairs, DIMIA, is the primary member) and Computer Sciences Corporation (CSC) was signed in 1998 and ran for five years to 2003.  It incorporated a range of industry development (ID) commitments relating to both in-scope and out-of-scope work.  In 2002 Cluster 3 negotiated an extension to the contract for a further four years, through to 2007.

Individual agencies are responsible for arranging and managing their contracts and the information set out below has been provided by DIMIA.  DIMIA has requested that the Committee receives the information in camera.  DIMIA advises that:

 “The Industry Development provisions in the Cluster 3 Agreement with CSC have been designated as CSC confidential information.  Under the terms of the Cluster 3 Agreement –  

‘CSC acknowledges that the Cluster must provide CSC Confidential Information to Parliament or a Parliamentary Committee on request by that body.  In the event that any of CSC's Confidential Information is provided to Parliament or a Parliamentary Committee, the Cluster will request that Parliament or the Parliamentary Committee receive CSC Confidential Information in camera. CSC acknowledges that the request may not be implemented by Parliament or a Parliamentary Committee.’"
The approximate value of the current Cluster 3 Agreement with CSC contract is $40 million annually.
The ID provisions under the current Cluster 3 Agreement with CSC are set out in Table 1 and the ID provisions under the initial Cluster 3 Agreement with CSC are set out in Table 2.  The differences from the initial contract relate to out-of-scope ID commitments, which have been removed, and to the level of in-scope commitments, which have changed.
