Exhibition is touring until October 2004.

Between the Sheets: A Century of Australian Music

Description: the history of Australian popular music throughout the last century. Drawn from the National Library’s music and oral history collections with film and video components from ScreenSound Australia, the National Screen and Sound Archive.

Bunyips

Description: an interactive exhibition for children, based around the myth of the Bunyip.

Is there any rationale behind that payment [every six months] or is when those payments are made up to the National Library to determine?

(Ms Fullerton responds: I will seek advice on that. Yes, I think it is an arrangement that the National Library makes with the members of council).
Answer: 

The National Library has used its discretion in determining the frequency of remuneration payments made to Council members.  Individual agencies determine the basis on which remuneration of Council or Board Members is paid, within the framework of the Remuneration Tribunal’s determinations on fees and allowances for office holders. 

For annual sitting fees (set by the Remuneration Tribunal’s Determination 2003/03: Remuneration and Allowances for Holders of Part-time Public Office), members receive payments in December and June of each year, on a pro rata basis according to their date of appointment.

The above arrangement has been in place at the National Library for ten years.
