Can the Minister give an assurance that when statutory deposit of audiovisual material legislation is introduced, it will give specific provision for the beneficiary to be the National Film and Sound Archive, and not the Australian Film Commission? 
Answer: 

The Government has not taken any decision to introduce legislation to provide for the statutory deposit of audiovisual material. In its 2004 Election Policy document, A World Class Australian Film Industry, the Government made a commitment to examine the feasibility of extending the current legal deposit scheme to include audiovisual and electronic material. The Department and the Attorney-General’s Department are currently preparing an issues paper for public release which will canvass stakeholder views on this matter.
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
