As at 15 February 2012, the percentage of computers installed in Tasmania is 107%.
This equates to a total of 19,285 computers meeting the required 1:1 ratio.

All secondary schools in Tasmania with eligible students in Years 9 to 12 have
received computers to meet the required 1:1 ratio.

The National Secondary School Computer Fund (the Computer Fund) is a
partnership between the Australian Government and all education authorities. Under
the National Partnership agreement on the Digital Education Revolution, the
Australian Government undertook to fund 70 percent of the investment to reach the
1:1 computer to student ratio. This means that the Tasmanian Government
contributed 30 percent of the total funding required to reach 1:1 ratio. As at 15
February 2012, the Australian Government has provided $28,573,963 under the
Computer Fund to the Tasmanian government.
