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Adjoining postcodes to the potential hotspots (July-December 2006)
» There were no long day care centres in the majority of the adjoining postcodes.

Family day care as an alternative (July-December 2006)
» There were family day care vacancies in at least 1 adjoining postcode.

Planning applications
» Planning applications for new long day care centres have been submitted to local councils in the adjoining postcodes of the potential hotspot.

Vacancy data may have changed since December 2006
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There were 35 potential hotspots for the July - December 2006 period across all areas of Australia
» The majority of the potential hotspots fell into New South Wales and Victoria
»  ACT was the only state or territory in Australia that did not have a potential hotspot
