Question 1
Outcome 1: Output 1.1: 

Senator Faulkner asked in writing:

With reference to the response to Senate Question on Notice No 3056 regarding investigations by the Australian Agency for International Development (AusAID) into the alleged illegal use of Commonwealth funds, assets and property:

(a) why has the number of cases initiated almost doubled from 22 in 2004–05 to 40 in 2006–07 to date?
Answer

A number of factors are involved including an increase in fraud awareness and training in AusAID enabling identification of unspecified fraud and a strengthening of AusAID contracts stipulating compulsory reporting of suspected/detected cases of fraud.

Question 2

Outcome 1: Output 1.1: 

Senator Faulkner asked in writing:

Why has the completion rate for investigations dropped sharply, from 13 cases completed compared with 22 initiated and 10 ongoing in 2004–05 to 11 completed compared with 40 initiated and 42 on-going in 2006–07 to date?

Answer

The 42 on-going cases in 2006–07 include a carry-over from previous years. Completion of some complex cases can involve a long lead time, hence they continue to be listed on the register.

How many staff were allocated to the conduct of investigations into the alleged illegal use of Commonwealth funds, assets and property in each of the last three years, 2004–05 to 2006–07 to date?

Answer

Five (5) AusAID staff are qualified in the “Statement of Attainment in Government Investigations”;

More complex investigations are outsourced to an external contractor that employs staff qualified to undertake complex investigations.

Question 4

Outcome 1: Output 1.1: 

Senator Faulkner asked in writing:

Has AusAID, in the last three years, undertaken any evaluation of the efficiency and effectiveness of its procedures and resourcing for the conduct of such investigations?  If not, why not?

Answer

Yes. The preparation of the 6th update to the AusAID Fraud Control Plan was completed in November 2006. An external contractor was appointed to undertake investigations as and when required.

Question 5

Outcome 1: Output 1.1: 

Senator Faulkner asked in writing:

Why was no action taken in most completed cases, with only three prosecutions leading to convictions and one administrative action leading to dismissal in 2004–05 and none in 2005–06 and 2006–07 to date?

Answer

The majority of investigations are based overseas where prosecutions are within the jurisdiction of local authorities. AusAID takes action –to the extent that it is legally capable- in the country concerned.  In particular when dealing with staff and contractors AusAID takes action within its purview e.g. disciplinary action, termination etc. AusAID makes strenuous efforts to ensure that matters are referred to local authorities and periodically follows up on the status of cases.  From time to time local authorities in the countries in which AusAID operates decide to take no further action on investigations based on insufficient evidence/ immateriality and lack of resources. 
Many initial investigations determine that full investigations are not warranted.  There is also a small number of cases awaiting sentencing following conviction.

The AYAD Program provides short-term assignments (between 3 and 12 months) in developing countries.  Average length of assignments is 10 months.

Answer: Average cost per participant including all expenses is $37,500.

Answer

Cost of training each participant is $1,415. All Youth Ambassadors attend a comprehensive 5 days pre–departure training program before they leave Australia. This include cross–cultural training, security briefing, development issues briefing, insurance briefing and health and safety procedures briefing covering all aspects of living in a foreign environment. They are also provided with training on arrival in-country. This includes AusAID Post briefing, emergency and evacuation procedures and language training as appropriate.

Answer

The AYAD Program places young Australians aged between 18 and 30 years. Average age of participants is 28 years.

Each AYAD placement is assessed according to generic placement guidelines that includes ensuring that there is a clear need for the placement and that the host organisation has the capacity to provide a secure working environment. Program staff make this assessment. Each placement has its own objectives and the youth ambassador is required to complete an assessment at 3, 6 and 12 monthly intervals depending on the length of assignment. The host organisation with which the AYAD is placed is also required to complete an assessment of the placement. Factors taken into consideration in assessing the placement relate to the achievement of original objectives of the placement.

Answer

As noted above, the AYAD and the host organisation complete assessments which are then considered by the In-Country-Manager who is responsible for monitoring youth ambassador placements in-country. Whilst on placement, all Youth Ambassadors are supported primarily by an in-country management team and Regional Managers. The in-country management team provides welfare support and monitors the progress of the placement. They meet Youth Ambassadors on arrival, organise temporary accommodation, provide an orientation program and assist in the sourcing of long term accommodation. Whilst Youth Ambassadors are placed within their Host Organisations, the In–Country Managers contact them at least once every month and conduct formal monitoring and evaluation every 3 months. In–Country Managers also conduct exit interviews at the end of all placements.

The total annual allocation payable by the Commonwealth to the Contractor is divided in the following three components:

Management fee: includes fixed service costs (e.g. employee costs, employee travel, office running cost and communication costs) and is paid on achievement of milestones as specified in the Contract. 

Reimbursable Costs: includes actual service costs (e.g. in-country subcontractors, website maintenance, marketing, pre departure training, debrief and alumni etc). A limitation applies to specified reimbursable items.

AYAD Fund Account: Funds in the Fund Account together with all interest earned are used for all Youth Ambassador- related costs and allowances.

Answer

Following the December 26 2004 tsunami, AusAID was provided an additional $50 million to assist with the initial emergency relief efforts and $1 billion ($500m in grants and $500m in loans) through AIPRD (Australia–Indonesia Partnership for Reconstruction and Development) to support reconstruction efforts in Indonesia. Other unforseen and emerging priorities have been funded from within existing bilateral and emergency allocations.

Australian Leadership Awards (ALA) aim to develop leadership, build partnerships and linkages, and address priority issues within the Asia–Pacific region. Award recipients include current and future leaders from public, private and community sectors within countries with which Australia has a significant aid relationship. The Awards comprise Scholarships and Fellowships and are available across a broad range of fields relevant to Australia’s foreign policy and development priorities in the region. ALA Fellowships fund Australian organisations to host current leaders or mid–career professionals from the region with the potential to make short to medium term advances on issues of regional development importance. Fellowships provide short term study, research and professional development placements with Australian Host Organisations, and facilitate ongoing access to Australian ideas and expertise.  
A total of 45 Fellowship programmes were funded under Round 1 in 2006–07. Fellowship funding of $385,000 was approved for the Australian Catholic University to bring 11 Fellows from East Timor, Vietnam, Laos and Cambodia to Australia for a programme of professional development and capacity strengthening for educational leaders. Participating counterpart organisations include: Instituto Catolica para Formacao Professores, East Timor; Hanoi Foreign Language University, Vietnam; Ministry of Education, Laos; and World Education, Cambodia. The programme extends over 20 weeks to December 2007 and focuses on relationships between education systems, administration and developing countries in the region. Activities include workshops on leadership, organisational structure, management, administration and decision processes, curriculum, and teaching and learning, professional attachments with educational administrators in Australia, and development of workplans. Fellows also attend an international conference on educational leadership, and review learning experiences via a seminar in Hanoi.
