QUESTIONS ON NOTICE

Senator Carr asked the following question at the hearing of 10 February 2003:
How is it that the commission ends up with these phone materials?

I am advised that the answer to the honourable Senator's question is as follows:

The Attorney-General declared the Royal Commission into the Building and Construction Industry an “eligible Commonwealth authority” under section 5AA of the Telecommunications (Interception) Act 1979 (‘the Act’).

The Royal Commission into the Building and Construction Industry does not have the power to intercept telecommunications itself.  It may only receive lawfully obtained information from an agency that is authorised to intercept telecommunications.

The lawfully obtained information must have been gathered for the intercepting agency’s own purposes.  Telecommunications interception warrants can only be sought for the most serious criminal offences.  Intercepting agencies will not intercept telecommunications “on behalf of” Royal Commissions.

The Royal Commission into the Building and Construction Industry may receive “lawfully obtained information” from all intercepting agencies where the information relates or appears to relate to the commission of a “prescribed offence” that the Commission may investigate in the course of its inquiry.  A “prescribed offence” includes any offence punishable by at least 3 years imprisonment. 

Once the Royal Commission receives lawfully obtained information, it can only use such information for a purpose connected with the investigation that the Royal Commission is conducting, in the course of the inquiry it is commissioned to undertake, or a report on such an investigation. Information communicated to the Royal Commission is recorded by the originating agency in compliance with the 
record-keeping provisions contained in section 81 of the Act.

There is a prohibition under section 73 of the Act on an “eligible Commonwealth authority” using lawfully obtained information, except for a “permitted purpose”.

A “permitted purpose” includes, for example, the investigation of a “prescribed offence” or the conduct of a particular investigation. Under the Act the information cannot be used, communicated or copied unless it is for a “permitted purpose.”
