How many onshore detention centres are there currently? • How many are 
operational? • What is the capacity and surge capacity of each? 
 
Answer: 
As at 19 November 2013, there were 23 onshore detention facilities which were 
operational. This includes Immigration Detention Centres, Alternative Places of 
Detention, Immigration Residential Housing and Immigration Transit
