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Senator O’Brien asked:

Can you get us information on how many applications have sought a review of the DAA decision? How many applications have gone to the AAT, and how many reviews have been resolved in favour of the applicant?

Answer: 

The Dairy Adjustment Authority (DAA) has advised that 659 enterprises out of 13,000 registered enterprises have sought an internal review of their decision in relation to the Dairy Structural Adjustment Program scheme. There have been some 140 internal review cases that have been resolved in favour of the applicant, after receiving additional information from the applicant.

A total of 63 enterprises have lodged an appeal with the Administrative Appeals Tribunal (AAT); of these 38 enterprises have withdrawn their appeal from the AAT. The AAT has found, in all cases to date, that the DAA decisions were appropriate.
The DAA has advised that 136 entities have sought review of their entitlements under the Supplementary Dairy Assistance scheme. None have appealed to the AAT. To date there have been no internal review cases resolved by the DAA in favour of the applicant.
