When was the deadline for applications for the extraordinary circumstances program?

Answer: 

The deadline for applications for discretionary payment rights under the Supplementary Dairy Assistance scheme closes six months after the Dairy Adjustment Authority (DAA) invites potential applicants to demonstrate their eligibility. The DAA has advised that the majority of invitations were sent in September 2001, and therefore expired in March 2002. However, there have been a number of additional invitations issued in January 2002 by the DAA that will expire in July 2002.
