Senator O’Brien asked:

In terms of the adjustment scheme, can the committee be provided with details on the total payout for manufactured milk and market milk by state?

Answer:

The total value of entitlements provided to date under the Dairy Structural Adjustment Program (DSAP) scheme and the additional market milk component of the Supplementary Dairy Assistance (SDA) scheme is set out, by state, in the following table. DSAP entitlements are calculated on the basis of the volume of manufacturing and market milk deliveries in 1998/99. SDA entitlements are calculated on the basis of deliveries of market milk only in 1998/99, with minimum enterprise payments set at $10,000 for enterprises with a market milk dependency of at least 25.1% and less than 30.1%, and $15,000 for enterprises with a market milk dependency of at least 30.1%.
