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Senator McLUCAS asked:
I have just got two specific questions. Mr Sutton, you were talking earlier about the exit program. You said that there were 85 people who applied but were refused. Have you done any analysis of the reasons for the refusal of their applications under the exit program?

Have you done any further analysis?

Mr Sutton replied: We can pass your question on to Centrelink and provide an analysis of why there were failures, but, I am sorry, we do not have that information, as we do not administer it.

Senator McLUCAS said: I would appreciate if you could provide it. 

Answer:

The Department tabled during the hearing a Centrelink management information report on the Dairy Exit Program (DEP) for the month of January 2002. The Centrelink report indicated that a total of 61 claims for DEP have been rejected as of 31 January 2002. The reasons for these rejected claims and associated numbers are set out in the following table. It should be noted that the final total presented in the table is inclusive of those claims that have subsequently been accepted on appeal.
