Senator McLucas asked:

What agreement was reached between the Commonwealth and BATA to get BATA to again purchase tobacco from North QLD?

Answer: 

All purchasing decisions made by the manufacturers are commercial matters, to which the Government was not a party. Consistent with its decision not to offer a “buy out” package to tobacco growers, the Government did confirm to BATA that it would not impose any new or additional tobacco excise increases for the purpose of tobacco industry adjustment.
