Senator McLucas asked:

What has changed since the second tobacco taskforce meeting when Mr Tim Roseby indicated that the Commonwealth would look positively at an exit package?

Answer: 

The tobacco cooperatives provided separate submissions to the Government.

The manufacturers further clarified their purchasing intentions, which indicated that there would be potential for an ongoing viable tobacco industry in Australia.

Minister Truss issued a media release and wrote to the cooperatives urging growers to finalise contract negotiations with the manufacturers.
