How much are you expecting out of this season from the suppliers?

Answer:

The projected repayment by South Johnstone Mill (SJM) cane growers for the 2001 season is $1.3 million. This represents 5% of the growers’ sugar cane payments based on estimated production of 950,000 tonnes of sugar cane, a sugar price of $350 per tonne and ‘commercial cane sugar’ (CCS) content of 12.7.
