Can I go back to the flood assistance question again?  It would be appreciated if you could provide us with details of the range of payments that have been made to the successful applicants for that dairy flood assistance program.  You said that there was $2.1 million and there have been 211 applications.  I would like to get an idea of what the range of payments is.

Answer:

Successful applicants for the Fodder/Pasture Grant for flood-affected dairy farmers are required to present receipts and invoices to obtain payment.  Applicants have the option of receiving payment in instalments (up to their total entitlement).

Centrelink has informed AFFA that, as at 31 May, the range of payments for single instalments of Fodder Grant payments is 

· Maximum:  $15,000;

· Minimum: $48.

The average instalment payment is approximately $11,047.  

The average total entitlement is approximately $13,277.
