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Senator Mackay asked:

How did you identify the stakeholders to meet with?

Answer:

Stakeholders were identified through a number of sources:

· AFFA requested financial counselling liaison officers in the State Governments to provide a list of suggested invitees.

· All current financial counselling grantees were invited.

· Known interested parties ie. Commonwealth agencies, state agencies, state farmer organisations, peak industry bodies, women’s groups and the banking industry were invited.

· Area Consultative Committees were invited.

Senator Mackay asked:

Was it advertised?

Answer:

Minister Truss announced continuation funding until June 2002 and the consultation process in a media release on 21 December 2000.  Some grantees advertised the meetings locally.
