Senator O’Brien asked:

Has a prediction on the annual rate of growth in aircraft movements been factored into Mr Anderson’s assumption?

What is the predicted annual growth rate?

Who did the work on the growth rate for airline movements?

Answer:

Aircraft movement forecasts were included in the EIS for the proposed second Sydney airport at Badgerys Creek.  The Final EIS forecast that the total aircraft movements into and out of the Sydney basin (excluding traffic at secondary airports such as Bankstown) was expected to grow at an average rate of 2.6 percent per year to 1999-2000, then at 2.7 percent per year to 2009-10 and 1.9 percent per year from 2009-10 to 2021-22.  These forecasts assumed continuation of prevailing industry trends, including aircraft size and loadings.  The forecasts were prepared by this Department.
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
