Senator O’Brien asked:

Has the department done any work on the percentage of intrastate traffic you have to factor in for a shift to Bankstown to get life out of KSA out to 2010?

Answer:

The expectation that Sydney Airport will be able to handle the growth in air traffic to the end of the decade is not dependent on the transfer of intrastate services to Bankstown Airport.  The Government has guaranteed regional access to Sydney Airport through arrangements under the Slot Management Scheme.

While it is proposed that the number of regional slots in peak periods will be capped at its current level, further growth in the number of regional passengers at Sydney Airport will be facilitated by encouraging the use of larger aircraft for regional services and potentially a trend to hub-and-spoke operations.

The decision to establish scheduled passenger services at Bankstown Airport will be a matter for commercial judgement by airline operators.
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
