Senator O’Brien asked: Has there been any consideration given to screening regional airline passengers at KSA?  If no consideration has been given, will the Department discuss possible cheaper options to managing screening for regional operators?

Answer:

Regional airline passengers are screened at Kingsford Smith Airport (KSA), both at the Ansett and Qantas domestic terminals.  Screening is also carried out for passengers departing out of the common user domestic terminal at KSA currently used by Virgin Blue and also previously used by Impulse Airlines.
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
