Senator O’Brien asked: I would ask—obviously this will need to be taken on notice — whether there have been any meetings at a ministerial or a departmental level with Qantas about foreign ownership rules.

Presumably, if such a decision is to be taken, there would need to be some public debate on the matter. Minister, could you advise us or ascertain from Mr Anderson’s office how such a public debate would be carried out on the reduction in the foreign ownership requirements on Qantas.

Answer: The Minister for Transport and Regional Services has advised that the Government’s policy position that it would not change the ownership and control rules for Qantas without further and separate public consideration still stands.
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
