Senator O’Brien asked:  
The matter, as I understand it, involves counselling.  Is counselling – whether it is formal or informal – recorded on a pilot’s file?


Can you confirm whether or not counselling, formal or informal – in each case- is recorded on the LARP record?

Answer:

Documentation relating to either formal or informal counselling is retained on file.  Individual Flight Crew History files are no longer maintained by CASA. 

In accordance with normal CASA practice, formal counselling resulting from Part IIIA investigations is recorded and annotated on the LARP record by the investigator tasked to conduct the investigation.  

Informal counselling is not normally recorded on the LARP record.
