Answer:

Pricewaterhouse Coopers (PwC) presented its final report of the ‘Functional and Resource Analysis’ to CASA in October 2000.  It recommended a Business Improvement Programme encompassing 18 projects:

a) Program-wide CASA Capability Projects including:

· Functional & Resource Analysis (Stage 2);

· Information Technology Capability;

· Human Resource Capability;

· Training and Education Capability;

· Marketing Capability; and 

· Entry Control Capability. 

b) Program-wide FRA Business System Projects including:

· Life-Cycle Management Systems; 

· E-Business;

· Service Centre;

· Service Difficulty Reporting System; and

· Safety Intelligence System.

c) Regulatory Reform Projects including:

· Airspace, Air Traffic & Aerodromes

· Operational

· Maintenance

· Licensed Aircraft Maintenance Engineers

· Recreational

· Certification

· Flight Crew
