Senator O’Brien asked:  
Regarding major IT projects over the last four years, how much money have they absorbed and what has been the outcome?

Answer:

CASA has responded to previous questions raised by the Committee relating to the costs of Information Technology projects and the outcomes of those projects.  CASA 06 from the Hearing of 22 November 2000, CASA 03 from the Hearing of 16 February 2001 and CASA 29 from the Hearing of 24 May 2000 refer. 

These questions have related to Y2K testing, the implementation of the Medical Records System, replacement of components of the LARP system, the implementation of Cyberexams and the implementation of Time Sheet Professional. 

In summary, major Information Technology projects within CASA have absorbed $9.3 million in the last four years, and have produced outcomes such as a nil impact from Y2K, the replacement and upgrade of legacy information technology systems and the implementation of new operational applications. 
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
