Senator O’Brien asked:  
Can the Committee be supplied with the numbers that CASA to date have estimated will be the cost of ASRIP.  I want it broken down.

Answer:

Pricewaterhouse Coopers (PwC) presented its final report of the ‘Functional and Resource Analysis’ to CASA in October 2000, which recommended a business improvement programme encompassing 18 projects (see CASA 09).  The high level estimate prepared by PwC in relation to these projects was $63.61 million.  This estimate was fully costed and included all internal and external costs.

As part of the 2000/2001 Budget, CASA was allocated $36 million over the next four years, of which the ASRIP portion is approximately $20 million.

The cost of ASRIP will be further refined during the detailed definition planning stage due to commence in October 2001 and be completed by December 2001, for consideration of the CASA Executive and Board in the first quarter of 2002.  This stage will take into account CASA’s funding options as well as staffing resource constraints, hence CASA will be in a better position to refine the costs of ASRIP after this stage is completed.
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
