Senator O’Brien asked:  


In the answer to question on notice CASA 04, you say that there were commercial related requirements for these aircraft up until 1998 – I presume they were in the regulations – and when civil aviation regulations were enacted in 1998 relating to commercial operations, the commercial provisions relating to police were not included under aerial work in CAR 206.

So there are no records you can go to which might help in that regard?
Answer:

It is regretted that the response to CASA 04 provided from the February 2001 hearings referred to Civil Aviation Regulations enacted in 1998, when in fact it should have referred to Civil Aviation Regulations enacted in 1988. 

However, given the time period involved, the Minister does not believe it would be appropriate for the Department to expend the considerable resources that would be required to try and locate any information from files or any other sources that may be relevant to this question.

As part of its Regulatory Reform Plan, CASA will be rewriting CAR 206 in consultation with industry and if any problems are identified they will be raised in this forum for consideration.
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
