Senator Allison asked:

12. Isn’t it the case that claims about Scoresby made in the Vicroads National Roads in Victoria Forward Strategy 2000-2004 document are false in that:

· Scoresby will not deliver similar benefits to the Western Ring Road

· Scoresby will not improve linkages from the Eastern industrial region to ports, airports or freight terminals

· Scoresby does not have a cost-benefit ratio of 5:1.

· Because the cost estimate for the freeway has risen from $767 to $960 million, shouldn’t the BCR be lower?

Answer:

The Scoresby Freeway passes through the east and south eastern suburbs of Melbourne.  The economic and social needs of this part of Melbourne are different to the areas through which the Western Ring Road passes.  Each part of the Melbourne ring road provides benefits specific to the areas through which it passes.

A revised BCR for Scoresby is being prepared based on the higher construction cost.

The Scoresby Freeway will form an integral part of Melbourne’s road system, and will greatly assist in the transport of goods and services from Melbourne’s eastern industrial region to intended markets.
