Senator Allison asked:

17. Given the fact that the guidelines for the RONI state that to be eligible for funding, a proposal must not increase greenhouse emissions, why is it that funding is to be provided when the EES states that Scoresby will increase greenhouse emissions by 18.4%?

Answer:

The RONI guidelines state the Federal Government will provide funds to assist States and Territories in developing road projects that produce net economic and social benefits, and contribute to achieving environmental objectives and targets. 

When assessing candidate projects, the RONI guidelines are used as guiding principles.  Economic, social and environmental factors of each project need to be considered in balance with each other.

Consistent with the RONI guidelines, the objective of the Scoresby Freeway is to reduce the levels of commuter and commercial traffic that currently use the congested Springvale and Stud Roads.  This will provide economic, social and environmental benefits for eastern Melbourne.
