Why did the Prime Minister say in his press release that “With matching funding from the Victorian Government and in partnership with the private sector the $220 million from the Commonwealth should also ensure there is no need for tolls to be levied on Scoresby freeway users”.  Can the calculations be provided that show there will be no need for tolls?

Answer:

The Scoresby Memorandum of Understanding, which was signed by both the Federal and Victorian Governments, states that no direct tolls will be levied on users.

Victoria’s funding contribution to the project, including possible private sector involvement, is currently being examined in a project business case being prepared by the Victorian Department of Infrastructure.
