Senator Mackay asked:  The answer from February estimates, LAND12, does not provide the requested information on the funding methodology other than summarised by “The Government weighed up all these factors and decided on the distribution announced as providing the most equitable distribution of funding”.  Please advise in detail the methodology for the adjustment or otherwise of each state’s allocation after the initial 50:50 formula was applied; and the detailed reasons and evidence that supported each adjustment.  How did the Government decide on the individual distributions as providing the most equitable distribution?

LAND12 did not answer part 2 of the question:  “Why does the Minister’s press release of the same day make no mention of these multi-million adjustments, claiming instead that the allocations are simply the result of a 50:50 formula”.  Please provide the answer.
