Senator O’Brien asked:

Perhaps you could supply on notice a breakdown between long-term and short-term applications and approvals.

Can you give a breakdown of how much of the 432,000 tonnes were approved with the support of AWB?

Answer:

a. Under the revised arrangements the WEA received a total of 336 applications seeking consent to export wheat and approved 240 applications as at 5 June 2002.  The break-up consisted of 114 long-term applications received seeking consent to export wheat and 106 of those applications were approved.  222 short-term applications received seeking consent to export wheat and 134 of those applications were approved.
b. Under the revised arrangements the WEA approved approximately 436,000 m/tonnes of which approximately 205,800 m/tonnes were supported by AWB (I) as at 5 June 2002.  Of the total tonnage approved by the WEA approximately 86,700 m/tonnes were actually exported as at 30 April 2002.
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
