Odds are that between the range of the dates you fix, we will probably have exported somewhere between 200,000 and 250,000 tonnes?

Answer:

US Customs Clearance Figures

US beef Quota fill based on US Customs Service figures and current rates of fill are forecast to be;

· 1 July 2002 - 180,000 tonnes; and 

· 1 August 2002 – 210,000 tonnes 

Australian Calendar Year Exports

Likely Australian exports to the US based on AFFA beef export figures as at:

· 1 July 2002 - 195,000 tonnes; and 

· 1 August 2002 – 230,000 tonnes 

In addition to beef exported from Australia from 1 January this year an additional 22,000 tonnes entered the US from bond stores.Therefore estimates of beef exported to the US, entering from bond or in transit from 1 January 2002 to the US would be;

· 1 July 2002 - 217,000 tonnes; and 

· 1 August 2002 – 252,000 tonnes 

Note: There is a 4 to 6 week delay in Australian Exports clearing US Customs, so a shipment departing Australia on 1 August would not be recorded in the US Customs clearance figures until mid September.
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
