Senator O’Brien asked: 

What is the current price of a kilo of leaf - Australian

Answer: 

Both British American Tobacco – Australia –[BATA] and Philip Morris advise that the price of tobacco is based on a grade and price schedule that is negotiated with manufacturers at the start of each season. Each grade is defined according to the plant position, colour and quality. In 2001 there were approximately 85 grades and 62 different prices ranging from $1.80 to $7.35 per kilogram of tobacco.

The 2000/2001 estimated average price from BATA was $6.42 in Victoria and $6.49 in North Queensland. Phillip Morris advised that they have not negotiated sales in Queensland this year and that the average price per kilo paid by Philip Morris in Victoria was $6.45.  
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
