Senator O’Brien asked: 

Do we know which pesticides in particular are of concern in the Philippines?

Would that detail have been supplied to Biosecurity, or are you still seeking that answer?

Answer: 

The Philippines have provided a list of pesticides used in banana plantations and packing stations.  The Philippines Fertilizer and Pesticide Authority approves pesticides used in the Philippines on bananas and other crops.  In South Cotabato, chlorpyrifos impregnated plastic bag covers for bananas hanging on plants in the field are not used due to local environmental concerns.
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
