Senator O’Brien asked: 

Another question asked is: What pesticides have exceeded MRL stipulated in Codex alimentarius in any export shipment, and what levels of pesticide residues were detected?

Answer: 

The Philippines response to this question, given in their document “Philippine Response to the Clarificatory Questions Raised by RAP under PBPM 2002/08 (Q. 13)” is…”The Philippines does not undertake pesticide residue monitoring. Japan and Korea undertake regular monitoring of pesticide residue in the fruit. However, we have not been provided with such data”.  For bananas grown around the world, Biosecurity Australia has not come across any report of any pesticide exceeding the MRL stipulated in the Codex alimentarius.
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
