In terms of money transferred, how much of that has actually been expended on projects?

Answer:

Victoria: At 28 May 2002, a total of $8,204,237.50 had been approved by the Victoria/Commonwealth Steering Committee for release from the Single Holding Account to proponents.  Half of the funds transferred to project proponents are Commonwealth payments.

South Australia: At 14 June 2002 a total of $6,799,875 had been approved by the South Australia/Commonwealth Steering Committee for release from the Single Holding Account to proponents.  Half of the funds transferred to project proponents are Commonwealth payments.

Queensland:  At 28 May the Queensland/Commonwealth Steering Committee had not approved any funds for release from the Single Holding Account to proponents.

Tasmania:  At 28 May 2002, a total of $480,000 had been approved by Ministers, but had not been approved by the Tasmania/Commonwealth Steering Committee for release from the Single Holding Account to proponents.

New South Wales: At 28 May 2002 no projects had been proposed for approval of Commonwealth and State Ministers.

Western Australia:  At 28 May 2002 no projects had been proposed for approval of Commonwealth and State Ministers.

Northern Territory:  At 28 May 2002 no projects had been proposed for approval of Commonwealth and Territory Ministers.

Australian Capital Territory: At 28 May 2002 no projects had been proposed for approval of Commonwealth and Territory Ministers.
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
