Senator O’Brien asked:

What was Howard Partners task? How was that distributed? How many copies were made? How was that distributed? What consultation was there with the state governments about this aspect of the program?

Answer:

Howard Partners were asked to prepare and produce a brochure and poster to promote the FarmBis program (Commonwealth/State component) to indigenous land managers. They undertook this task from 5 June 2001 – 19 November 2001. The total consultancy was $45,375 including GST. Ten thousand brochures and 1,195 posters were printed.

The poster was distributed through a number of channels, such as:

1. Primarily through FarmBis program communication strategies administered by the States/NT including:

· Distribution to training providers delivering or interested in delivering indigenous training programs;

· Field days/Ag shows, conferences/seminars, coordinator/provider meetings

· Direct mail to indigenous communities in response to inquiries

· Aboriginal Land Councils

In regard to the inclusion of indigenous land managers in the new FarmBis program, consultations were held to discuss the development of the program in each State/NT with a range of stakeholders including state agencies. The Consultations and a submission period were undertaken between July and September 2000.

In relation to the development of the brochure/poster, FarmBis state coordinators were asked to comment on the development of the material and assisted in the identification of appropriate case studies for inclusion in the brochure.  Indigenous Land Corporation staff were also involved in the development of the materials. 
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
