The committee met from 9.00am to 6.11pm.

The committee called the department and agencies of the Education portfolio. The committee took
evidence from the Department of Education, Tertiary Education Quality and Standards Agency (TEQSA),
Australian Institute for Teaching and School Leadership, Australian Research Council (ARC), and Australian
Curriculum, Assessment and Reporting Authority.
