TERMS OF REFERENCE

The Senate has referred the following matters to the Senate Community Affairs References Committee for inquiry and report by the last sitting day of June 2003.

the extent, nature and financial cost of:


(i)
poverty and inequality in Australia,

 Rich loafers and bullies have tended to support maximum work limits, waiting periods, excessive income testing, instead of assets testing, and so

pushed the working poor to work against incentive. What merit could their have been for paying public welfare to a rich loafer ? If the argument is that they have paid tax all of their lives and so deserve public welfare in retirement, then people should be saving for their own retirement incomes, instead of paying income tax for the welfare of others, this would increase the retirement income of genuine producers and workers. Work would continue to have benefit. Some people argue that rich loafers deserved welfare because they have become accustomed to wealth, this is just plain snobbery. Some have believed that a person in poverty and working should have starved and gone homeless to finance self funded retirees or rich people out of work. Rich loafers should expect to use up their savings including liquidation of their upper class assets, before accessing welfare just as much as a working person. With means rather than disability testing rich citizens out of work with a disability would be as secure including from own means as someone working with a disability but lacking means should be secure from welfare. Paying welfare to all of those over 65, unemployed, and with disability would have cost the welfare budget over 2 x as much as it should for them. The average aged pensioner has more assets than the average working age person [ $170,000 ]. Welfare denied to rich loafers would increase incentive because it would bring back the necessity to earn an income. Welfare had by rich loafers has been theft from productive earners of taxed income. On humanitarian grounds wealthier people are in a better position to provide for themselves than someone with nothing.

poverty amongst working Australians,

 Many people having a go at short term, part time, or insecure jobs have when between jobs fallen through the cracks of the welfare system, For the working poor in the job market including young people this has resulted in unjust severe poverty, homelessness, starvation, and injury, Disqualifications such as the maximum permitted working hours of 4 hours have been kept secret until triggered, This trickery and abuse of workers in need causes mistrust of demands of work and more reliance on welfare, and so created a contra incentive command economy for welfare recipients. Removal of maximum working hours limits, and waiting periods, would remove the severe, in-just and nasty aspects of welfare compliance.

child poverty in Australia, and

 Child support payments which have gone to the parents have been diverted to support the mother more the child, and has kept the mother out of the workforce. 

            (iv)
poverty in Australian communities and regions;

 Those in need lacking a postal address of self or relatives, Access to a welfare office, Personal identification, or Bank accounts, have had a very hard time getting any welfare payment for years.

      (b)
the social and economic impact of changes in the distribution of work, the level of remuneration from work and the impact of under-employment and unemployment;

 Many on welfare would enter the job market by taking on part time and temporary employment if income could be maintained, and if their would be any reward in doing so. The argument is put that the unemployed are paid to look for work, People may also be paid to look for work with removal of maximum working hour limits and waiting periods. The contradiction of work for the dole under maximum working hours limits is that people have been penalized for working in the private job market while being forced to do command economy socialist jobs, because if someone is earning an income in the job market they are employed so have been denied welfare. Removal of maximum working hours limits and waiting periods for welfare would permit work in the private job market to count for work for the dole, so would be on the side of market based income earning enterprise. The welfare systems should reward income for productivity such as from labor, Income earning up-starts should gain from what they earn.

the effectiveness of income-support payments in protecting individuals and households from poverty; and the effectiveness of other programs and supports in reducing cost pressures on individual and household budgets, and building their capacity to be financially self-sufficient.

 Income support on its own has been a disincentive to work, but would work in combination with an assets test. Income support is preferred to un-employment benefits, or sickness benefits, which have had requirements that recipients be out of work. With just a means test the working poor could receive welfare, in addition to employer sponsored student allowance, and in addition to pay from private sector market based productivity, and so have security and incentive and would improve employee capacity for job flexibility because employee could survive between jobs and be employable, lacking in the real world under unemployment benefits with waiting periods and work limits. Most people working or with a disability would be safer and more able to contribute and recover under a means tested system than a disability tested system. 

2.   (a)  the impact of changing industrial conditions on the availability, quality and reward for work; and

 Barriers to dismissal have caused businesses to limit employment expansion in responses to seasonal or temporary opportunities. Incentive to work and save could also be increased by reducing income tax to 0% where below $35,000 and 20% for above $35,000 in the previous year with automated calculation and pay as you go, After which self financed welfare contributions are deducted, With income tax replaced by GST, wealth, and foreign currency taxes. New employees in the private sector would be encouraged and employers more inclined to keep employees on if the first 35 hours of work with a new employer be 2 times the minimum wage. 


(b)  current efforts and new ideas, in both Australia and other countries, to identify and address poverty amongst working and non-working individuals and households

 I would like to see the defeat of the proposed reduction of the able to work requirement to less than 15 hours per week and its reversal to instead abolish the able to work limit of less than 30 hours per week. I would also like to see the abolition of the terrible maximum allowed work limit of 4 hours per week for the Newstart un-employment benefit, I would also like to see the abolition of the waiting periods for welfare [ of 8 weeks after leaving a job, or 6 months for someone moving to the country ]. To convert all benefits into a single broad means tested benefit, plus child care, disability services, and student allowance. A payment of $280 per week would be received by 19.79% of the adult population, reductions would start at $114,440 of deemed means [ wholesale value assets + 50% deemed value of rental accommodation, + 3 x years income ], and zero at $226,200 in means. So a recipient of $280 per week might rent a $140,000 unit deemed to be worth $70,000 and have other assets worth $44,440. For a total means tested benefit cost of $60,000,000,000 per year. So remove the requirement that recipients have had that they have had to loaf in unemployment, get injured, or retire, with recipients instead permitted and required to work in the private job market for 1 hour for every 15 dollars received from welfare where able. Except if having exemptions a person receiving $280 per week would be required to be productive for 18.6 hours per week. Work should be rewarded with welfare worth around the minimum wage. Obligations of recipients for a consolidated means tested benefit ; A percentage disabilities, Participate in work or education including work for the dole for 1 hour for each $15 received, Be engaged in public domain research for 1 hour for every $8 received, Be aged 1 year over 50 for each $10 received, Caring : for a child for a week for every ( $80 minus ( 4 x child age )) received, for a person with a disability for a week for every $60 x percentage disabled received, for a person over the age of 60 for a week for every (( age over 60 ) x 4 ) received, or Attend detention for 1 hour for every $10 received. Also as another source of welfare instead of paying tax for welfare people could save for their own income support [ (( pay / time since last deposit ) - ( $20 {GDP x .00000002} x days since last payment ) x .25 [ 25% ] saved and paid out to bring income in the last week up to 1% of savings up to $500 per week, With zero waiting period with automated payment. ] There is the argument that welfare has had to be paid to farmers who have a low incomes but are rich in assets, because food is a necessity that we should produce, and because of the disadvantages and transport costs of living in rural areas. Instead of subsidization of production which has provided exports for little national return could be replaced with a a Resource development infrastructure fund for $2 billion, Remote area means test discount, $600 million for emergency feed and water and $600,000,000 for seed for the amount that the last years crop was below required for seeding of the same area, $2 billion drought relief paid out to land holders for properties over 1 hectare as an equal portion of the monthly allocation per ( last years millimetre rainfall was below 10 year average for the year x hectares of the property ), fully automated by using automatic weather stations and computer.

 The share market and banking systems could have a separate income deposit number for earned income for automated income assessment. [ share valuations is currently automated ] The eftpos banking system could declare all purchases to the welfare computer, for automated assets assessment.

 Overpayment ; Where the recipient has received more than they should they receive payment minus 20% until the debt is repaid. 

 Breaching ; Where the recipient has failed to attend detention for failure to do obligations welfare is reduced by 30% until detention is commenced, Where the recipients address or income account information has proved to be wrong and thought to be existing such as has prevented assets test verification then payment is reduced by 20% for 4 weeks then canceled unless rectified or found to be lacking existence. For people with a disability assessor are penalized by loss of the assessment contract. 

 Implementation : this and the existing welfare systems would co-exist for 10 years. All new recipients of a benefit would gain welfare under this system. The recipients of the existing system would be changed over over 10 years in order of youngest age.  

 Also full time child care, and youth accommodation. Youth allowance from age 15 to age 25, The right to reside with family paid 35% of income. The right to continue to rent a residence as long as rent is paid. Mandate that business provide 30% x payroll to training, training equipment, student allowance, and employment service. Medical service loans including for disability services with repayment discounted by the welfare means test. Payment of $25,000 for births half for birth mother including surrogates half for adoptive parent including to pay for genetic material [ total cost $7billion ], Genetic material market auction. Homeless accommodation with payment of .01% of wealth of the family trust up to $30 per night for rent per unit per week. 180,000 homeless shelter single person residences over 50 years, 3,600 per year. Levy for .01 of income to be paid to charity. 360,000 nursing home units over 50 years, 7,200 per year, rented by nursing home care providers who charge residents financed by medical service loans. 45,000 nursing home nurses.
