Any changes to the school curriculum to suit my gifted son have come about through our parental advocacy, rather than as a matter of course.  His acceleration has only come about through ongoing discussions with the school administration and individual teachers.  Most were ignorant of research on giftedness and I actively provided them with readings and encouragement.  Most provision has been extra-curricular.  My son is well-adjusted, socially and emotionally, but even at a grade level above his age, he is not academically challenged by the school program.  When he comes back from the extra-curricular gifted program (for which we pay extra) he is a different child, excited by learning and enthusiastic in his description of what has transpired through the day.  He commonly says, “You don’t learn anything new at school, they just go over stuff you already know.”  His favourite activity at school is silent reading.  He is nine years old, and has a tested reading vocabulary of an eighteen year old.
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
