--Identification and understanding of G and T children seems to be so deficient in the school system.In my own experience,we visited an educational psychologist 3 hours drive away and at our own expense because we were desperate as to how to manage our 4 and a half year old who seemed to be so much more demanding than his peers.Starting school a year after this,his teacher failed to identify him despite his typical "gifted child" behaviour, and despite his teacher's experience.She did attempt to cater for him but petered out as the year progressed and also used techniques which were already known not to work (such as giving him more work to do when he finished his work early).He also began to peer review himself andsome of his performances dropped towards the mean in class,although he continued to perform well at home and under his own steam.He even decided to stop writing but luckily I was able to solve this with the help of the NSW Assoc for GandTC.In Term 4 his teacher took long service leave and the new teacher seemed to have no comprehension of giftedness at all,or how to deal with it.Despite discussions with her and the principal,things did not change and my son spent a most miserable fourth term.In Year 1 his teacher was supposedly the GandT expert on the staff.She did do some ability grouping and had a contract system,but it wasn't until three meetings later with her,the principal and the special needs teacher that my son began to be happier,and that was Term 3.This year he has had a good start with the same teacher who taught him in Kindergarten.From day one his needs appear to have been catered for.A new principal in the school seems to have made a lot of difference.While we are very pleased about this,and hope it continues,we wonder why we have had to battle so much for a just education for our son? And why we have to continue doing so much enrichment outside of school?Most other families don't have to go to the extent that we do.We often have to travel to Sydney or Canberra for things that are not available in our country town.We are continuously on the lookout for new opportunities.This is difficult with the constraint of time and energy and money.We also realize that the battle has only just begun and we think it is unfair that we should have to battle at .We strongly welcome any improvement to the education of GandT children.all -------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------
