Our comments are based on our experience with the local State Primary School in which our two sons of 9 and 6 are enrolled. Both children are considered as being beyond their years in social maturity and academic skills. Our continuing problems seem to lie in the fact that they are not extended or stimulated by their class environment or by their classmates. The ideal situation in our eyes would entail grouping of children of similar academic and social development. The school has stated and demonstrated its policy of not accelerating students or grouping of classes in respect to the students relative abilities. We rely heavily on oranisations such as GERRIC and Gifted and Talented Association for extra curricular extension. Our school displayed its awareness to the needs of the gifted and talented by being ignorant to the very existence of GERRIC.

The result of the lack of stimulation at school is the fact that both of our children are to the point of refusing to attend. The elder of the two is becoming withdrawn and communication with him is becoming difficult.

We acknowledge that resources are at a premium in schools across the country however we have made the observation that the under achieving students in our school currently command a lions share of the available resources.
