I have three children all of whom are gifted. Two of them attend (different) selective schools which serves their needs. The other child was not given the same opportunity as, although she was accepted to a selective school at the beginning of year 7, we were out of the country for that entire school year. The selective school process does not allow students to defer their position in cases like this for a year. We could have sought a position at the end of year 8, when schools hold their own tests but this would have meant her changing schools for the fourth time in four years (ie primary school - 1 year overseas - year 8 - potentially year 9 in a selective school). 

Although her local high school does not really adequately cater for gifted children, the only alternative for us is to seek a position at a selective school, which would be unnecessarily disruptive. Schools in metropolitan areas rely on selective schools to deal with the "problem" of educating gifted children.
