I have two gifted children currently in the school system.  The first is now in year 5 and attends Peac.  This is the first time in here schooling that some thing has been done to recognise that she would benefit from a different curriculum. Another words this is the first time that she has been offered anything except the standard curriculum.  This is despite parental requests to the school that extension and/or enrichment activities are made available. In my daughter’s school prior to grade 4 extension, enrichment and other measures for G & T children are classroom based and rely on the class teacher to implement them.  Unfortunately despite the fact that assessment results clearly showed that this child fell into the G & T range in most of her primary years this was not acknowledged or catered for.  During this time we have had some behavioral problems due largely to boredom within the class.
This year she is in a grade 5/6 class and although in grade 5 allowed to work at a grade 6 level.  She has never been happier at school than this year and no behaviour problems have arisen.  What happens next year when she will have to repeat the year 6 work again I don’t know.  It is frustrating that her needs have not been met within the schooling system until she was 10 years old.
 
Our third child who is now in grade two, was put on an extension program in the literacy area within her grade one class.  Her class teacher was highly motivated and recognised the benefits of providing a suitable curriculum for her.  I have informed her grade two teacher that she was on an extension program and requested that this be implemented again this year. I am still waiting to see if this will happen. 
 
Our fourth child who is now in Kindy is also likely to fall into the G & T range, what facilities will be provided for her during her schooling remain to be seen.
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
